Junior Schools Tournament Details

1.This event will take place if it rains and will be played on the netball courts.  It is strongly                           

   advised that suitable footwear and clothing be brought with this in mind. It is  

   also recommended that children bring plenty to drink and suntan lotion should the 

   weather be hot. If  required an extra  pitch may have to be marked out on grass so football  

  boots may be needed.  Football boots must not be worn on the netball courts.                                                              
2. One adult must be in charge of each team

3. Each school must bring a first aid kit, although it is hoped that the Red Cross will be present.

4. Certain schools may be asked to bring their Korfball equipment for the day. 

5. Each team has its own name e.g. Allington All Stars, Hilltop Hot shots etc

6. Status A teams  
    Korfball correct teams may have a squad of 12 players (4 girls and 4 boys plus four 
    substitutes).

    No girls may play as boys or boys as girls.    

    Status A teams will be permitted to play with 6 players, with not more than 4 players of each 
    sex.

    Status A teams’ scores and points will count in the tournament.

7. Status B teams.   
    Incorrect teams may enter for the following reasons but all their scores will be void.  

    a)  Any school which cannot field one full team at the U9 and/or U11 age groups may 

         borrow players from  another school. 

    b) Any school which can only field a team if they have to play boys as girls and vice versa. 
        These players must wear bibs to denote that they have changed roles, and the referee must be   

         informed.

   c) Korfball players whose schools do not enter the tournament can make up a mixed  non-school    

        team with their parent’s consent.
8. Players may play up an age group, but not down.

9. All Teams are to register at 9.30 am.  Matches start at 10.00am.  The finish time will 

     depend on how many teams enter.  The netball courts have been booked until 5.30pm.

10. All competitors’ behaviour is the responsibility of their team manager and they must    

     be supervised in the toilet blocks and BBQ areas which are away from the Korfball  

     pitches. 

There will be two sections and a school may enter more than one team in one or both events. 

Section 1            Years 3 and 4 shooting on 2.5m posts with a size 3 ball.

Section 2            Years 5 and 6 shooting on 3.0m posts with a size 4 ball.

Team Kit   Teams are advised to wear the school football shirts, PE kit or bibs for easy identification.

A PARENTS/ TEACHERS FUN KORFBALL MATCH/MATCHES will take place at some time during the day, so bring your trainers!

Kent and Medway Junior Schools Korfball Tournament Rules 2010
Any entry fees outstanding must be paid before any matches are played

In a normal game of Korfball, players change ends every 2 goals, but as many of the children have only just started playing, the players will change ends after EVERY goal so that everyone has the chance to attack and defend. 

If, halfway through game the score is 0-0. The attackers will become the defenders  

and vice versa so that each player can experience both attacking and defending  

roles. 

1. The first named team is the home team.  They choose their shooting end and take

     the first centre pass.

2. Where colours are the same the away team must change shirts or wear bibs.

3. Each match will last 17 minutes with no half time.  The game will start and finish

     with a central hooter from the fixtures desk.

4.  Teams will change ends after EVERY goal.

5.  If a team is fielding an incomplete end (3 players) this end must be put into attack   

     first.

6. Teams must be ready, alongside their pitch 5 minutes before their scheduled game.

7. Players can only play for their normal school.  The organisers, in very special      

     circumstances, may agree to waive this rule, but permission must be obtained first.

8. All players are reminded that no physical contact is allowed e.g. you cannot knock someone   

     out of the way to try to win the ball.

9. If circumstances arise where two teams each have a much younger than average player, they 

    must tell the referee and the players must be placed to play against each other. If one team 

    has a much younger player than the average player in that team then, if possible, they should 

    be placed to play against an opponent of a similar height.  

 10. Four substitutes are allowed per game. A substitute may replace a player when the    

    referee has stopped the game for an infringement.  No player who has been   

    substituted may return to the game.   

 11. The referee will report the score to the fixtures desk, immediately after the game 

      finishes.

 12. 2 points are awarded for a win, 1 for a draw.  

    Where teams are equal on points then the result between the teams will determine placings.

    Where this is a draw, goal difference will decide. 

    Where this is equal, goal average will decide.

     If there is still a tie then each team will take penalties (8, all players), if still equal  

     then one penalty will be taken by each side until one misses..

13.At the end of the day Team Managers must ensure that the area of the field occupied    

     by their team has been cleared of rubbish, put into the black sack provided and put 

     next to the large rubbish bins near the school. Thank you.

Teachers and Team managers, please make sure that your players and parents are informed of the following details.

Health and Safety guidelines

1. The Red Cross has been requested to attend. Each school should still bring its own first 

    aid kit.

2. No jewellery, necklaces, earrings etc. are to be worn.  In certain cases they may be 

   covered with tape.  Long hair should be tied back. Long finger nails and sharp hair 

   slides are not allowed. Religious bracelets must be covered with a sweat band.
3. Trainers/football boots to be tied correctly. Safe footwear should be worn for playing 

    on the netball courts/ grass. No football boots allowed on the netball courts
4. All children must be supervised by an adult while in the toilet block and BBQ area 

   which is away from the playing area. No playing in the car park allowed.
5. No chewing of sweets etc while playing.

6. No child is to climb or try to lift the posts.

7. All spectators and players are to use only the paths to get to the pitches.

8. Be prepared for all types of weather e.g. sun tan lotion, hats, drinks. Wet weather gear.

9. It is suggested that each school provides shelter for their players e.g. a tent or gazebo.

Code of Conduct for players

1.  The players’ behaviour on and off the pitch is the responsibility of the teacher/team    

      manager.

2. It is usual in Korfball for players to shake hands with their opponents before and 

after the game.  At the end of the game the team captain organises three cheers for the opposing team and vice versa.

3. The players must show respect for the referee’s decisions and play to the whistle.

4. The players must respect the efforts of their opponents and their own team  

        members.

5.    Swearing will not be tolerated and the player will be warned and could be sent off.

Code of Conduct for adults

1.   Encourage the children to learn the rules and play within them.

2.   Discourage unfair play and arguing with the officials.

3.   Help the children to recognise good performance, not just the results.

4    Set a good example by recognising fair play and applauding the good  

      performances of all players.

5. Never punish or belittle the children for losing or making mistakes.

6. Publicly accept the officials’ judgements.

7. Support your children’s involvement and help them to enjoy sport. 

8. Use correct and proper language at all times.
